The Australian Islamic College 
emphasises the need for Complete 
Education. We are a non-profit 
organisation, seeking to provide all 
students with the opportunity to 
become community leaders and good 
citizens. We provide tuition in the 
curriculum above and beyond that set 
by the Australian Ministry of 
Education, integrating spiritual, 
moral and Islamic values.  
 
Our teachings are centred in an 
environment of God consciousness, 
inspiring the Oneness of God, 
obedience to the university of the 
Holy instruction book of the Creator 
and submission to His guidance and 
teachings; the teachings of the 
Prophets (A.S), inculcating ethical 
values, attributes, manners, morals, 
habits and behaviour.

Student Services  
 
We offer a friendly, caring and 
supportive atmosphere and a low 
Student/Teacher ratio. From the 
moment a new student enters our 
college they will be nurtured in a 
"Family" atmosphere. Integration 
into our caring environment comes 
easily as our friendly locals come 
from a wide variety of ethnic and 
cultural backgrounds. Ongoing 
"English as a Second Language" 
assistance is provided to all 
international students at no extra 
cost.  
Guidance and counselling services 
are available to each student. The 
student is never left to feel alone - 
assistance is provided whenever 
required.  

 

Accommodation  
 
Homestay for international students 
is arranged by the college with its 
register of Muslim guardian families, 
offering safe, caring and secure 
boarding. Alternatively, hostel, 
apartment and hotel accommodation 
can be arranged to suit individual 
needs and budgets. Rental 
accommodation and boarding 
facilities can also be arranged.  
 
From the time students arrive in 
Perth they are greeted at the airport 
by a friendly representative of the 
AIC. 
 
The students will be in the best care, 
with the combined concern for their 
welfare by their Guardian Family, 
Teachers and Colleagues. 
 
Courses & Facilities  
 
The high school has a strong 
technological emphasis with ALL 
students studying Mathematics, 
Computing Application, English and 
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at least one Science subject. Other 
university electives include, Social 
Studies and Business Education.  

The college offers TEE (Tertiary 
Entrance Examinations), as well as O 
and A level subjects. Our new 
AUD$7 million Kewdale COLLEGE 
boasts excellent educational facilities 
to cater for the growing number of 
students. In addition our AUD$1.5 
million Technological Centre is fully 
equipped to meet the ever-evolving 
advances of the 21st Century.  

The aim of the college is to enable 
graduate students to succeed with 
distinction in areas of further 
education and training in particular, 
prepare them for tertiary level studies 
in Australian universities and also to 
ascribe to each student the 
satisfaction of attaining peace within 
themselves and their Creator. 
Students graduating from our college 
will be equipped with the integrated 
knowledge of Secular Science and 
Faith, with full integration between 
physical, intellectual and spiritual 
needs. Candidates for entry must be 
prepared to work at the high 
standards set by the college and 
while a student does not have to be a 
Muslim, an interest or acceptance in 
Islamic practice is essential.  
 
Curriculum  
 
The syllabus taught by the AIC is a 
unique blend of Islamic Studies 
integrated with the standard 
Curriculum Framework of Western 
Australia.  The college promotes 
values of a high expectation on 
student effort and expects students to 
have a desire to achieve. The college 
day and term are long with few 
interruptions to the learning process. 
Emphasis on numeracy and literacy 
skills is paramount with most 
students studying more than eight 
hours of english and six hours of 
mathematics in the week. Coupled 
with these efforts is a push towards 
the acquisition of information 
technology skills.  

All lower secondary students have a 
minimum of four hours exposure to 
computer-assisted instruction (an 
hour in each of Science, English, 
Social Studies, and Maths).  
 

 

 

 
English program 

AIC offers an ESL program for 
students whose first language is not 
English.  

The subject differs from other 
English languages in that there is less 
emphasis on the analysis of literary 
texts and more stress on the use of 
language in the variety of texts.  

The subject caters for the needs of 
students from a non-English speaking 
background. It aims to accelerate the 
acquisition of English by improving 
students’ ability and confidence in 
communicating in a variety of 
everyday situations. Attention is also 
given to listening, spelling, reading 
and writing tasks.

Values Integration is about teaching 
students how to use their knowledge 
for the betterment of themselves and 
society.

Community and 
Weekend Activities  

The Booragoon Head office is the 
main administration center and helps 
in coordinating each college to fulfil 
the same aim in providing the best 
secular and Islamic education for all 
its students from K-12.  

In addition to its academic 
objectives, the College is actively 
involved in Community events and 
projects. The Head Office co-
ordinates two Islamic Television 
programs aired each week. These 
programs (‘Breaking Barriers’ and 
‘Vision of Islam’) aim to provide an 
informative and entertaining look 
into the Islamic way of life, its 
beliefs and the Australian Islamic 
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College. Students at each campus are 
actively involved in developing 
segments for the programs.  

The Head Office also produces the 
weekly “Wake Up Call” newspaper 
which is free for all and can be 
obtained from a variety of outlets. 
The aim of this paper is to provide an 
informative and entertaining look 
into Islam, as well as the Australian 
Islamic College. Students as well as 
members of the community are 
welcome to contribute to the paper.  

The College is also actively involved 
in inter-school programs. Students 
are frequently invited to visit other 
schools throughout Perth to talk 
about Islam with an end to foster a 
better understanding of Islam and 
relations between different faiths. 
The Western Australian Police 
Academy’s Cultural Diversity Unit 
also visits the college as a function of 
its cadets training. We’ve also had 
high-profile visitors to the College 
including the Premier of Western 
Australia.

International Students  
 
Increasingly international students 
are playing an important role in our 
College. These students come to our 
college for a variety of reasons. The 
highly academic and God centred 
profile promoted by our college are 
important features in their choice. 
More often, however, other features 
that are the result of these foci are 
emphasised. One important aspect is 
that the teachers are truly dedicated 
to teaching and consider it a 
vocation, not just an occupation. 
Another aspect is the free Saturday 
classes providing extra tuition at no 
extra cost in areas the student is 
struggling in.  
The college enforces a high standard 
of personal behaviour and as a 
consequence has few discipline 
problems. Research suggests that 
friendship groups have a large 
influence on subsequent student 
achievement. Our college provides 
an environment in which our students 
can interact with other similar 
minded students. These aspects are 
becoming ever increasingly 
important in people's choice of AIC 
to educate their children. 

 
Value for Money  
 
When you are over 1000 kilometres 
away from your child, do you want to 
trust their welfare to a businessman 
or one that feels he must answer to 
God? The age old adage, ‘You only 
get what you pay for’, may be 
appropriate in the case of business 
but not in the case of dealings with 
people as a unique and valued 
creation of God. AIC will consider 
your child's total welfare and not just 
consider it a business contract. No 
matter how wealthy a person is, they 
still want value for their money. The 
AIC is a non-profit organisation 

dedicated to the promotion of youth 
in an Islamic context. As a 
consequence decisions are made in 
terms of the welfare of the students 
and not profit margins. Parents can 
be comforted by the fact that, unlike 
in profit making organisations, 100% 
of the money paid in fees is spent on 
the child's education. As a 
consequence small classes with 
world standard facilities are 
provided.

Resource and 
Information Center  

The Australian Islamic College 
Resource and Information Center 
serves the school community. The 
purpose of the AIC Resource and 
Information Centres is to assist 
students in their academic work and 
to provide a service that is vital and 
central to our teacher’s instructional 
plans. The Mission of the resource 
center is to uphold the mission of the 
school. We want to ensure each 
student demonstrates progress in 
each subject area: English, Maths, 
Science, Social Studies and 
Humanities. To support the mission 
of the school, resource materials are 
selected, organised and made 
accessible in order to meet the 
diverse needs of the school 
community. 
 
The resource center book collection 
is in excess of 8000 items including 

books, videos and CD’s. We have 
more than 30 computer works 
stations that have full internet access 
and word processing programs. We 
also have a fully equipped media 
room that allows students and 
teachers to watch TV and video 
programs in the library without 
distracting other activities in the 
Centre. The newly subscribed on-line 
database, Macquarienet, provides a 
great service for our staff and 
students both at home and in school.  
 
Our reference collection includes 
general encyclopaedias such as 
Encyclopaedia Britannica and World 
Book and specialised works in 
Islamic theology, science and social 
studies. Generally the media centre 
fosters the life long enjoyment of 
reading by providing access to 
quality literature appropriate to each 
level.

Here at The Australian Islamic College, we offer full-time tuition with a Curriculum above and beyond that set by the 
Ministry of Education, integrating spiritual needs.  We cater for students from Kindergarten/Pre-Primary level right 
through to Year 12, at three modern spacious COLLEGES.  Our Dianella and Thornlie COLLEGES cater from 
Kindergarten to Year 10 and our Kewdale COLLEGE caters for students from Kindergarten – Year 12. 

As a “full-fee” paying student, you will be required to complete the following procedures: 

APPLICATION FOR ENROLMENT 
1) Kindly complete the Application Form and remit $165.00 (per enrolment/child) as the processing fee.  This fee is 

not refundable. (Please note that we will be unable to process application/s without this fee.)  
2) Upon receipt of this fee, your application will be processed and a “letter of offer” will be issued by The Australian 

Islamic College.  

ACCEPTANCE OF OFFER 
1) Should you accept this offer of placement, you will be required to pay all the fees as stipulated i.e. full year of 

tuition fees, the    bond, and the appropriate SEA fee.  However, if you require home stay arrangements, an 
additional $8000.00 will need to be deposited as well. 

2) You will then receive a “letter of acceptance” from The Australian Islamic College together with a receipt 
detailing all payments made.  (The payment of all fees is an assurance of a place at The Australian Islamic 
College, provided a Student Visa is granted.) 

3) Please take this “letter of acceptance” together with your payments receipt to the Australian Embassy or High 
Commissioner in your country to apply for a Student Visa. This letter and receipt must be presented for the issue 
of a Student Visa. 

  
STUDENT VISA AND HEALTH INSURANCE 
1) As soon as you receive confirmation of the grant of a Student Visa, you will be asked to pay a Health Insurance 

Fee.  If    you prefer, you can include this amount together with the tuition, bond and SEA fee.  Kindly get in touch 
with the Australian Islamic College to advise travel details and commencing dates. 

  
HOMESTAY – ARRIVAL INFORMATION 
1) We will arrange Home stay upon advise from you of your travel dates.  (if required)   
2) Upon arrival in Australia, at the earliest opportunity, an interview with the Principal of the School and the 

Administrator is necessary. 
3) The family with whom the College arranges Home stay for your child will be nominated by the College to act as 

“Guardian” unless otherwise advised by you.  The guardian will be responsible for meeting your child (and you) 
on his/ her arrival to Perth. 

 
COURSE SELECTION 
1) Developing a course for a student is done in consultation with the Principal. Copies of final academic transcripts 

and statements should be brought to the College.  The Australian Islamic College reserves the right to choose the 
nature and level of course the student will enter i.e. Year/Grade and/or the need for intensive English training. 

CONDUCT 
1) All students should remember to practice Islam morals at all times.  By their conduct, dress and bearing, they 

reflect the training they have received form their parents and teachers.  It is also an important component of self-
discipline. 

 
UNIFORM 
1) All students are expected to wear the College Uniform.  Correct Uniform and dress will be insisted on at all times.  

(See attached.) 
 
TERMINATION 
1) If you choose to withdraw from the College, 21 days of notice must be given in writing by the parents.  Refunds 

will only be provided if this request is abided by, for the period remaining of the current Semester enrolled. 
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TUITION, ACCOMMODATION AND OTHER FEES 

Tuition Fees are payable in advance upon acceptance by you.  (Refunds will only be provided with 21 days’ 
notification of cancellation received in writing, for the remaining of the current Semester enrolled.)  Upon presentation 
of the acceptance letter from The Australian Islamic College and fees receipt, to the Australian Embassy or High 
Commissioner, an application for a Student Visa can be processed. 
 
Bond Fee is payable as a once off payment upon acceptance of an offer of placement with The Australian Islamic 
College during the full period of attendance of the student, being refunded at the end of the period of student’s studies.  
Any debits outstanding on the student’s account at the end of such period will be deducted from this bond. 
 
Secondary Education Authority of Western Australia requires that international/ overseas students who do not have 
permanent residence status must pay a fee for course enrolment.  This fee is payable together with tuition fees.  A 
refund will be provided if the Student Visa is not obtained. NO refund can be provided if the student cancels or 
withdraws at any stage after the Student Visa has been granted.  This fee changes annually. 
 
At the time a Student Visa is granted, The Australian Islamic College will pay to “Medibank Private”, the Australian 
Government’s Health Insurance, to cover the costs of student’s medical expenses while in Australia.  This is an annual 
fee and may be subject to change.  Private Health Insurance is to be paid as soon as a student Visa is granted.  Parents 
may choose to pay the Health Insurance Fee together with the tuition fees and bond fee to the Australian Islamic 
College.  A refund will be provided if a Student Visa is not granted.  NO refund will be provided if the student cancels 
or withdraws at any stage after the Student Visa is granted.  When the student commences studies at the College, 
he/she will be required to attend the local Medibank office with his/her passport whereby a Membership Book will be 
issued.  Each time the student visits a doctor, he/she will be required to present the membership book. 
 
Home stay fees are to be paid in advance once confirmation of arrangements is made between the College and the 
Home stay Provider.  Home stay arrangements will only be conducted once the student is granted a Student Visa. 
(Refunds will only be provided with 21 days’ notification of cancellation received in writing, for the remaining of the 
current Semester enrolled.)

Should there be a cancellation after all fees have been paid, please refer to our Refund Policy for refund amounts.   

Attention is drawn to the fact that there may be other expenses involved in the education of the student i.e. uniform 
costs, book costs and excursion costs etc. for which the student is responsible. 
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PASTORAL CARE PROVISIONS AND COUNSELLING ARRANGEMENTS 
 
This College will have a central theme of Pastoral Care and Support.  All staff appointed will have a role in the 
Pastoral Care Program. 
 
Students will find that personal/emotional and religious issues are handled more specifically by well-trained and 
qualified religious staff. 
 
Study skills training will be included in the special Orientation Week Programme, which is provided to all students in 
their first week at the College. 
 
Materials on all tertiary courses will also be available in a public open reading area as well as in the Library.  These 
will be highly visible and well emphasized to students.  Students will be introduced to these materials during 
Orientation Week. 
 
The Australian Islamic College working alongside the Tertiary Institution Students Centre (TISC) will ensure all steps 
are taken to ensure tertiary entrance by our students. 
 
GRIEVANCES 
 
Should a student have a grievance in relation to any aspect of his or her conditions, the student should bring the matter 
up with the Principal of the School.  He has been instructed to do all in his power to resolve the grievance. 
 
In the event, the issue cannot be resolved to everyone’s satisfaction at this level; students will have the right to apply to 
an internal review panel.  This panel will consist of three people; one designated staff member (Hj. Abdallah Magar), a 
student representative and one independent member to either group from Perth’s Muslim Community. 
 
Any hearing held before this panel should be informal and conciliatory with each party representing their case on its 
merits and its recommendations should include proposals for conciliatory action that will be acceptable to both parties. 
 
If the dispute is not satisfactorily resolved with the College, either party may request the involvement of an 
independent conciliator.  The conciliator will be a suitably qualified person appointed by the Minister of Education to 
recommend appropriate action in disputes for arbitration. 
 
The appointed conciliator will deal with issues relating to: 

 Institution’s services and facilities 
 Content and standard of courses 
 Quality of instructions 
 Academic progress of students 
 The conduct of overseas students 
 Welfare services 
 Information concerning part time employment opportunities 
 Accommodation provided by or advertised by an institution 
 Suspension and expulsion of overseas students 
 Any other matters appropriate by the conciliator. 

 
It is envisaged that the conciliator will interview all parties and resolve matters by means of negotiation.  The AEC’s 
role code of conduct should be used as a broad guideline for standards of behavior.  The conciliator will function 
independently of the Ministry of Education. 
 
The grievance procedure is not intended to provide means for students to change institutions for reasons of personal 
preference or perceived superior value for value.
